If you think you are having a heart 
attack you should take an aspirin and call 
911.  Do not drive yourself to the hospital.  
The rescue service can provide valuable 

medical attention on the way to the 
hospital.  If you experience chest pain or 

heaviness you should seek medical 
attention.  It is better to get attention even 
if it is not a heart attack.  St Luke’s will be 
returning on February 27, 2008 with more
